All Race Team and Aircraft Applicants: The following information request and guidelines are the MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS for the over-flight of an Offshore Super Series (OSS) Powerboat Racing Association Race Course.

THIS AIRCRAFT. DIVE RESCUE, TELEVISION AND PHOTOGRAPHY REQUEST APPLICATION FORM MUST BE COMPLETED FOR EACH OFFSHORE SUPER SERIES (OSS) POWERBOAT RACING EVENT.
ALL REQUIRED INFORMATION IS TO BE PROVIDED TO THE OSS POWERBOAT RACING ASSOCIATION A MINIMUM OF ONE WEEK PRIOR TO THE OFFICIAL THE START OF THE EVENT.
ANY CHANGES TO THE THESE REQUIREMENTS MUST BE APPROVED BY THE OSS EXECUTIVE BOARD.
OFFSHORE AND UNLIMITED AIRCRAFT REQUIREMENTS
Offshore and unlimited events sanctioned by the Offshore Super Series (OSS) Powerboat Racing Association, NPC often utilize aircraft for rescue or filming purposes. The following requirements are mandatory for all events that utilize any type of aircraft:
1. All pilots flying over the race course must contact the OSS Executive Director, or OSS Medical and Safety Director, or OSS
Medical and Safety Coordinator, and provide a completed aircraft registration application.
2. For a registration application to be considered complete, the form shall be inclusive of all aircraft registration and ownership
information required herein.
3. A copy of a certificate of insurance from each pilot who will be flying aircraft over an Offshore Super Series event, showing
aircraft liability coverages with limits of NO LESS THAN $1,000,000 and naming the OSS Offshore Power Boat Racing
Association, NPC as an additional insured If the certificate of insurance is not attached to this application at the time of
submission, your request to fly over the race course will be denied.
4. The OSS Medical and Safety Director or Coordinator, and the Regional FAA Inspector will hold a mandatory pilots briefing prior
to each days race for all pilots who request permission to fly in the restricted airspace above the race course. The Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA) meeting is mandatory for anyone who plans to fly over the race course, and any un-excused
absence or non-attendance will be grounds for refusal for over flight of the race course. (This meeting may be held at the same
location where the drivers' meeting and safety meetings are held, or it may be held at a convenient flight service location at an
airport nearest the race site).
5. No unauthorized persons are permitted to over-fly an OSS race course aboard any aircraft, at anytime, during the period covered
by the United States Coast Guard (USCG) and FAA permit. No person shall over-fly an OSS Offshore Power Boat Racing
Association, NPC Powerboat Racing Event without the prior approval of the OSS Offshore Power Boat Racing Association NPC.
6. AH persons seeking to over-fly an OSS Offshore Power Boat Racing Association, NPC Powerboat Racing Event must complete a
medical history form. This form will be sealed in an envelope for confidentiality, and retained by the OSS Offshore Power Boat
Racing Association, NPC Medical and Safety Director in accordance with Federal HIPAA Guidelines.
7. All medical and safety personnel, rescue divers, camera personnel and non-pilots, shall be required to undergo a pre-race physical
examination, the same type as the powerboat racing competitors, and at the same prescribed time and location as the powerboat
racing competitors.
8. An OSS Offshore Powerboat Racing Association LPC. Event will always be conducted in accordance with all applicable rules and
regulations of the Offshore Super Series Powerboat Racing Association LPC., the United States Coast Guard and the FAA. Any
changes to the rules, regulations or requirements must be approved by the OSS Executive Board or their Designee.
